 We are at the end of a grading period and some of our students excitedly await the 
accolades they will receive from their families.  These are the children who work hard and 
know the assessment will be a pleasant experience.  Other students dread report cards 
and feel disappointment. 
 What should a parentôs response be to both a fabulous report card and a disap-

pointing report card?  Extremes in emotion tend to be the outcome, espe-
cially if the report is not what we would like it to be.   
 There are many reasons for the grade that a child receives.  

Calmly sit down and assess whether there is a problem and if so what 
may be done to strengthen areas of weakness.  Ask some questions 
about the household.  Is there new stress such as illness, a move or 
job change that may affect your childôs concentration?  What commit-
ments does this young person have?  Are positive academic routines 
maintained?  Has your student developed good habits and does he/she 
take responsibility?  Is there a quiet work area and how much ñscreen 
timeò does your child have a day? 

 Grades are one tool to show a childôs understanding of a subject.  Look at scripture 
as the foundation to instill our reason for being.  We are to do everything for Godôs glory, 
we are to obey those in authority over us, and fathers should not discourage their children.  
Reminders to do our very best and providing a quiet, encouraging environment are impor-
tant components to academic success. 
 Use report cards as an opportunity to focus on improving study habits and home-
work strategies.  Not every student will earn an A in every class.  We must not expect chil-
dren to do better than their best.  Rejoice in the person that God created your child to be.  
Rejoice in the forward motion they are making.  Encourage them to be what God created 
them to be. 
 
*  The teacher comment section is often a helpful insight into what areas need work or     
where strengths and weaknesses lie.  Are there suggestions for improvement?  Do not 
hesitate to request a conference. 
*  Enlist the help of the teachers.  Include your student in becoming a responsible person. 
*  Stay organized.  The use of a calendar at home and an assignment book at school will 
ease frustration. 
*  Rest.  Hectic schedules are very difficult for young people to deal with.  The fast pace we 
live in interferes with learning, friendships, creativity and the ability to just enjoy. 
*  Develop good habits.  Establish a time during the day that all electronics               are 
off.  Create an area that is quiet and uncluttered for study.   
*  Be slow to criticize.   
  
 The goal of education is not good grades.  Grades do not 
guarantee future joy nor a good paying job.  They are a yardstick to 
help evaluate learning.  We want our students to love learning and hard 
work.  Proverbs 3:13-14 teaches us that ñblessed is the man who finds 
wisdom, the man who gains understanding, for he is more profitable 
than silver and yields better returns than gold.ò 
 
 Keep a balanced approach to all that your child and family does.  Cherish the mo-
ments and laugh often.  Every person needs to hear the words ñI am proud of you.ò  Foster 
strong relationships and enjoy the journey.
