The goal is the same for every parent.  (Not just survival     ) We want to raise responsible 
young men and women.  As Christian parents we would add that we pray that our children 
will be used by God to impact those around them for Christ. 
 
Have you ever wondered what is the difference between those families that seem to have 
children who are responsible from birth and those whose little people are always behind 
and do not seem able to find anything?  Unfortunately there isn’t a silver bullet or a set for-
mula, but there are some things that will help to move young people from being obedient to 
being responsible.   Obedient children do what they are told according to an age appropri-
ate standard with a good attitude.  Responsible children know what they must do and do it 
to the best of their ability without reminders. 
 
Be prepared that trust, perseverance, time, and relinquishment will be required to instill this 
vital character trait in your child.  The earlier you begin the better.  You will learn new 
habits with your children as you embark on this adventure.   Some of us struggle with con-
trol issues and find it very challenging to teach a skill to our children and trust them to do it 
well.  Not providing opportunities for hard work and accepting re-
sponsibility breeds insecurity or helpless dependent people.  Others 
find freedom to be a wonderful thing and allow too many choices too 
early and consequently the child feels insecure and alone. 
 1) Determine goals for your household and teach the skill sets 
needed for the task given to each member of your household. 
 2) Allow practice time and maturity without making excuses 
or being tempted to do it yourself. 
 3) Each person in a household should have responsibilities 
that keep that home running smoothly as well as sharing in one another’s burdens. 
 4) Routines will help your children feel secure and know what to expect. 
 5) Set boundaries that are enforced.  Be clear what is expected and the time frame 
that is expected as well as the consequences for non compliance. 
 6) Natural consequences are part of any good discipline plan.  If children know the 
consequences beforehand, they are being given a choice between right and wrong.   For the 
disciplinarian, thinking through the consequences allows for discipline without anger. 
 7) Relax that jobs will not be done the same way you would do them.  Take a deep 
breath and respect the different personalities and approaches to a job.  Do the shirts really 
have to be hung by color? 
 8) Lead by example.  Avoid complaining and display a positive attitude.  “Do all 
things without murmuring or disputing.” 
 9) Do not micro manage.  Children need to learn to problem solve.  They certainly 
need direction but do not need us to solve each crisis.  Protection from consequences does 
little to mold us into the image of God. 
 10) Do not be afraid that your child will make mistakes.  Give them the freedom to 
make mistakes and learn from them.  Best efforts are not always enough.  There are times 
that we will fail and must pick ourselves up and brush ourselves off and try again.
